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On July 25, 2024, Asst. Prof. Dr. Kittisak Techakanjanakit, Asst. Prof. Dr. Preechaya
Krukaset, and Asst. Prof. Dr. Natapon Anusorntharangkul had the opportunity to
take second, third, and fourth-year students in the Interior and Exhibition Design
and Exhibition Design and 3D Animation programs to study at three National
Science Museums (NSMs): the Rama IX Museum, the Science Museum, and the
Natural History Museum. This allowed students to gain real-world experience in
exhibition design and organization, as well as museum management. Students will
gain knowledge from real experiences in a real environment outside the
classroom. In addition, they had the opportunity to discuss with officials of the
National Science Museum (NSMs) to promote and support the expansion of
networks to jointly develop agencies according to the MOU that was jointly

signed.
